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What are you doing this 
summer? 

It is interesting to me how many people are 

“foul weather Christians.”  A “fair weather 

fan” is someone who supports his team 

when the weather is good…when the win-

ning is easy. 

 So what’s a “foul weather Chris-

tian”?  Could it be someone who supports 

the church unless the weather is too nice or 

there is something easier to do? 

 Summer time is the time when 

school is out and vacations are common.  

When you’re at Disney World it’s hard to 

be at church.  But, to be honest, some of us 

aren’t at Disney when we miss church in 

the summer.  Sometimes it’s just that the 

deck is too attractive.  Sometimes it’s just 

that the forecast is nice and we choose 

something else instead of choosing to wor-

ship. 

 Don’t let summer be the time when 

you take a vacation from God. I want to 

encourage you to be an “all weather Chris-

tian.”  God is worthy of our worship all the 

time.  As we worship together we find 

strength and refreshment and new energy 

for serving Jesus!  Go out on the boat but 

do it after church.  If you want to sit on the 

deck and read the paper on Sunday morn-

ing, come to church on Saturday night. 

 We have a great sermon series go-

ing now.  I hope to see you this weekend!

Jesus said “go and make disciples …baptizing them in 

the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, 

and teaching them to obey everything I have 

commanded…” (Matthew 28:19-20)
